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Milken Community High School Athletic Contract

Purpose: Participation in athletics is a privilege, not a right.  The athlete must earn this privilege through dedication, desire, and discipline.  The athlete should not only have athletic ability, but must understand that we have an athletic code of all participants.  The following paragraphs explain Milken Community High School’s Athletic Code.

Attendance:  All team members of each sport will attend all scheduled practices, games and team meetings.  No practices, games or team meetings can be missed.  If circumstances arise whereby the student cannot attend a practice, team meeting or game, the coach must be notified prior to the practice, team meeting or game by personal contact, phone call or written statement from the parent or legal guardian.  Any athlete who cuts practice, fails to make a scheduled team or individual meeting, or fails to attend school on game day or practice days may not be allowed to suit up for a game or games, for a period of time to be determined by the coach and the Athletic Director.  Excessive absences from team practices, games or team meetings may be cause for removal from the team.  Unless an emergency situation occurs, the athlete shall not obligate himself/herself to a job or doctor appointment that in anyway interferes with any practice or game times.

Eligibility:  To be eligible to participate on any interscholastic athletic team at Milken Community High School, athletes must be in compliance with all rules and regulations as set forth in the CIF-SS Blue Book.  The athlete must have the following forms completed and on file with the school in order to play:

a. clearance from a medical doctor

b. emergency medical form

c. athletic contract

d. transportation permission slip

All the above forms should be turned in to the coach prior to the first practice for any sport.  To maintain eligibility, student athletes must maintain a minimum of a 2.00 GPA, have 2 or fewer “U’s” have 4 or fewer “N’s”, fewer than 4 “U’s” or “N’s” combined, and have no “F’s” on the report card.

Drop Team Policy:  It is recommended that all athletes participate in as many sports as they desire.  Once an athlete begins an in-season-training period for a sport, he or she will be expected to continue with that sport until its completion.  Any athlete who quits a sport team will be immediately enrolled in a regularly scheduled physical education class and will be withheld from participation in another sport until the season of the sport dropped by the athlete is over.

Should the athlete wish to participate on another team (in a new season of sport) he/she must get a written release from the coach of the team he/she dropped before practicing on a new team in the new season of sport.  In addition, he/she will be on probationary status for that season.  Probationary status is defined as follows:  There can be no unexcused absences from practices, team meetings and games.  If one or more unexcused absence occurs, the coach, with the approval of the Athletic Director, can dismiss the athlete from the team.

Equipment and Uniforms:  All athletes must have a deposit on file before receiving equipment/uniforms.  Deposits will be returned or rolled over to the next season when equipment/uniforms are returned to the Athletic Department.  Athletes that do not return, or pay for lost equipment/uniforms will not receive their report card.  Senior athletes will not receive graduation tickets and/or diplomas.

School Decorum:  All athletes will be expected to govern his or her conduct in accordance with the rules and regulations of the Milken Student/Parent Handbook and must understand that violation of the student’s obligations under the Milken Student/Parent Handbook may result in removal from competitive athletics.  The Athletic Department has zero tolerance for lack of respect for other cultures, religious institutions and ways of life.

Lettering:  The requirements for lettering in a JV or Varsity sport at Milken Community High School are as follows:

a. The student athlete must meet all academic eligibility and good citizen requirements as stated in the Milken Student/Parent Handbook.

b. The student athlete must have completed the entire season.

c. The student athlete must have attended all practices, games and team meetings unless excused by the coach for an illness or emergency beyond the student’s control.

d. The student athlete must have returned all equipment and uniforms loaned to him or her by Milken Community High School immediately following the conclusion of his/her season of sport.

Miscellaneous:  It is the parents responsibility to make the necessary transportation arrangement for their child to be picked-up at the end of practice and as stated on the  team game schedules.  Late pick-ups (one-half hour or more) on more than two occasions may cause suspension or dismissal from the team.  Parents, please remember that if you have a concern about your child’s team, first contact the coach and then the Athletic Director.
